


SCANDA the smart choice for lambs
	 Oxfendazole/levamisole (white/clear) combination drench.

	 Same product for both sheep and cattle.

	 SCANDA Tape also includes praziquantel for tapeworm 
control.

Use SCANDA in lambs
	 As your first choice for a routine drenching programme.

	 Lambs are more susceptible to the effects of worms 
than adult stock. Exposure while grazing can affect 
their growth.

	 For easy application of a low-dose formulation. 

	 If there is a history of single active drench use, including 
endectocides, and you’re concerned about drench 
resistance.

Treatment programme
	 If you’re concerned about tapeworm start drenching  

with SCANDA Tape for 1-2 drenches starting from  
tailing/docking or weaning. 

	 Following this a planned drenching programme at  
28-day intervals with SCANDA from weaning will reduce 
production losses associated with a worm challenge.

Tapeworm Control
Lambs can become infected with tapeworm during the spring 
and early summer.  

As immunity develops rapidly, tapeworm infection is only a 
problem in the first few months.

Treatment of tapeworm should be in conjunction with a 
combination drench that is effective against roundworms. 

Combination drenches minimise the risk
Combinations are an important tool to manage or delay drench 
resistance. They can achieve on-going productivity and extend 
the productive life of each drench family.

Worms that are resistant to one active are killed by the other 
active(s) reducing the probability of resistant worms surviving  
the drench and slowing the development of resistance.

Combinations should be used routinely, ideally before any 
resistance is detected. If resistance is already present  
(or is suspected), then using combinations becomes essential.

Whatever drench is used, it is important to monitor drench 
efficacy and drench resistance status on your farm.

Short-acting combinations such as SCANDA are recommended 
to improve productivity and delay resistance.

BZ and levamisole combinations are effective on 92% of 
sheep farms.1

SCANDA for ewes and cattle
Ideal to keep ewes in peak condition at key times.

Strategic drenching of calves from marking/weaning will 
reduce time to target liveweight or slaughter.

Quarantine drench for all cattle coming onto the property.
